To provide residents of the Rainy River First Nations with access to medical care through the safe, reliable and timely 
provision of scheduled medical trips. The Medical Van Driver reports administratively to the Rainy River First Nation 
Community Health Coordinator for the scheduling of medical trips. 
 
PRIMARY ACCOUNTABILITIES 
 

• Provide daily transportation to the appropriate medical facility for resident band members of the Rainy River First 
Nations. 

• Responsible for the provision of safe and courteous service to all residents/passengers. 
• Advise all clients/passengers using the Rainy River First Nations Medical Van of the Rainy River First Nations' Medical 

Van Policy and ensure that the policy is complied with. 
• Responsible for ensuring that all clients/passengers comply with Ontario Highway Traffic Act, including the use of seat 

belts and child safety carriers. 
• Ensure that all baggage and assistive devices are secure in vehicle. 
• Advise all clients/passengers of the Rainy River First Nations' Medical Van transportation schedule, including pick-up 

sites and scheduled return trips. 
• Responsible for the care and control of the Rainy River First Nations' Medical Van while in his/her possession. 
• Ensure that the Rainy River First Nations' Medical Van is parked and secure in the Medical Van Garage each day 

Monday to Friday. 
• Keep the medical van clean inside and out. Daily inspections of vehicle fluids and tires. 

 
POSITION REQUIREMENTS  
 

• Minimum Grade 12 diploma or equivalent; 
• Knowledge of the Highway Traffic Act. 
• Knowledge of the local area (Emo, Fort Frances, Rainy River, International Falls).  
• Knowledge of the local Health Care Facility locations. 
• Criminal record check and vulnerable sector screening 
• Valid driver’s license and satisfactory driver’s abstract 
• Adherence to Rainy River First Nations’ drug testing policy 
• Must have the ability to work flexible work hours.
